This study uncovered a diverse array of
artifacts spanning centuries, including relics from
ancient Esopus ancestors, 17th century Dutch
settlers, Revolutionary War-era tavern patrons, 19th
century tailors, and 1950s
Farm Bureau workers. This
exhibit showcases the
fascinating discoveries
from the excavation,
offering insights into the
rich history of the Persen
House.
